e Aggregated and anonymised data that cannot identify you, is used in performance and
evaluation reporting which is shared with other Glasgow Life departments, The Reading
Agency (the UK wide charity responsible for the Summer Reading Challenge), Glasgow
Education Services and other partners.

e To provide our services to you such as activities or communications, we sometimes need to
use other organisations or individuals as processors to provide the systems we use and
services we provide. We select these organisations carefully and have written legal
agreements in place to make sure that they protect your personal data and are not allowed to
do anything with your data for their own purposes.
