About Our Recruitment 

We are delighted that you are interested in joining us here with Macmillan @ Glasgow Life.  This is a partnership between Macmillan Cancer Support and Glasgow Life (who run Glasgow’s libraries).

By working in partnership, the idea is to create safe spaces for cancer support in Glasgow’s libraries and local communities. This will mean everyone living in Glasgow will be no more than 1 mile away from our help. It is a really exciting time to be joining us as this programme is the first of its kind in the UK and we can all be a part of something really transformational for the people of Glasgow and for its libraries. 

Our recruitment for volunteers is a 3 step journey. It is set up this way so that after each step if either we or you feel that this might not be the right opportunity, it is ok to look at alternatives. It’s a really worthwhile programme but also an intense role so there is no pressure to carry on if you are not happy. 

The first step is your application. The second step is a really informal interview with two members of the Macmillan Volunteering Hub here at the Mitchell Library, where our office is based.

The third step is a two-day training course. Here you will learn more about the service, some of the challenges and many of the great things about being a part of Macmillan @ Glasgow Libraries. We use this opportunity to process some paper work and take more details (i.e. for Disclosure forms). Towards the end of the second day, you will be asked to take a short written quiz and observation in order for you to receive your certificate and become a MCISS volunteer.  

If after these steps everyone is happy then you will be invited to join the programme and arrange a 1 to 1 induction. 

Planned Training Dates 
After your interview, we will let you know if we would like you to come to training. You can also let us know if you have changed your mind about the role at any point. Training happens once every few months and is covered over two days. Every volunteer must attend both training days before they are able to support people in the library.
