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	Culture and Creative Industry Property Support Fund 

GUIDELINES



Introduction
In April 2026, Glasgow City Council established a Culture and Creative Industry Property Support Fund with a total value of £200,000.

What is this fund for?

This fund will support Cultural Sustainability in the city, one of four strategic priorities outlined in Glasgow’s Culture Strategy 2024 – 2030. 

The fund is intended to support cultural organisations based in Glasgow who are experiencing acute critical financial pressures caused by unanticipated increases in property operations costs. 

Who can apply?

We are looking for applications from organisations and institutions in the Glasgow City Council boundary that are critical to cultural life in Glasgow. This includes both organisations that provide opportunities for audiences as well as those that enable and deliver cultural and creative activity.
Applicants are required to demonstrate a commitment to remain in their property/in Glasgow for at least the next three years, subject to other funding sources remaining stable. 

What information do you need to give us in your application?

The application process is designed to ensure that funding can quickly and efficiently reach the areas where it is needed most. Applicants must demonstrate the urgency and impact of the financial pressures they face as a result of property operations costs, and how these are impacting the immediate viability and longer term sustainability of the organisation and its impact on cultural life in Glasgow. 

Please attach your most recent set of financial statements. Please ensure that income and expenditure is broken down over key headings including staffing costs, and details of specific property costs which this funding would cover. Applicants also need to demonstrate what pro-active and meaningful steps they are taking to manage costs in the development of sustainable business plans. 

How much can you apply for?

Applications are capped at £10,000. Glasgow Life and Glasgow City Council reserve the right to uplift an award in exceptional circumstances or to offer less than the amount requested.

Only one award will be made per organisation. If successful, you cannot apply for additional support from this scheme. 
Subsidy Control

As a public body, Glasgow Life must comply with the subsidy control rules in the Subsidy Control Act 2022 and Trade and Cooperation Agreement between the UK Government and The European Union. More information can be found on the UK subsidy control regime at: https://www.gov.uk/government/collections/subsidy-control-regime. You may be asked to provide further information and/or assurances in relation to your activities for the purposes of subsidy control assessment.
It is not expected that any award from the fund will be classed as a subsidy under the Subsidy Control Act, but if Glasgow Life (in its sole discretion) considers that it may be, it will be entitled not to grant an award from the fund.

Any award made through this fund will require your Organisation to acknowledge that the grant comes from public funds and confirm the support provided is compliant with the Subsidy Control rules. Where applicable, your Organisation must agree that Glasgow Life will publish information relating to the award and that your Organisation will keep reasonably detailed records to demonstrate compliance with the Subsidy Control rules and shall provide a copy of such records to Glasgow Life upon reasonable request. In the event that is deemed to be non-compliant with the Subsidy Control rules, your Organisation may be required to repay the entire award (and any other sums due) immediately. 
What can the funding be used for?

The funding can be used for any costs directly related to property operations, including capital costs.

What is the timeline of the fund?
This is a one-off fund in financial year 2026/27, and the scheme will remain live until the fund is fully allocated. The scheme opens on 8th July 2026. To be considered in the first round of assessments please submit your application by 30th August 2026.
Applications will be assessed at meetings of the newly established Cultural Protection Strategy Group. Decisions will be communicated within a week of the meeting.
